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Physical Activity & Sport Fund - Guidance Notes

Information about the Physical Activity & Sport Fund

This is a small grant funding programme designed to support community organisations and sports clubs engage in projects that promote physical activity and sport within the City.  We are particularly interested in supporting projects that tackle equality issues such as involving girls and women in your sport or creating new opportunities for people with additional needs to become more active. 
If you are introducing a new programme we also want to see how you intend to make it become sustainable in future years. For example, developing new volunteer leadership and/or charging future fees.
The Physical Activity & Sport Fund is an annual programme with two rounds of funding, one for the spring/summer period with a second-round deadline in September for Autumn/Winter period if there are unallocated resources.

Please note the normal range of awards are from £500 to £1000. Funding up to a maximum of £1,000 may be considered but this shall only be awarded to applications that target people living in the identified ‘Small Areas’ in the local improvement plans (see appendix 1) target girls into sport or those with a disability.
This grant can be used to pay for a wide range of project running costs including equipment. It will not fund individuals, travel expenses, accommodation or non-essential merchandise.

Your Organisation’s Eligibility

We offer grants to a range of constituted organisation, including voluntary and community sector organisations, sports clubs and national governing bodies of sport. The fund will not support: individuals, sole traders or profit-making organisations. Only constituted organisations can apply for a grant.

Grant Applications Closing Date/ Notifications

The closing date for this round of applications is Friday 27th September 2019. You will be notified of the progress of your application by email.  This may include asking for more information/revisions or suggesting that you seek partners to help deliver your project.
All funded projects will be required to carry out an evaluation of their project on completion.

Organisation Details

Detail the organisation which is leading the project in this section. You may wish to include: its purpose, achievements, structure and history. Grants will only fund constituted organisations; please confirm that you are constituted by ticking the appropriate box.

The Project

Detail the name, any relevant dates / times and venues associated with your project. Please be as specific and accurate as possible. Please list all the partner organisations you are working with as well as who will benefit from your proposal.  It is recommended that you include the following project information: purpose, history, background, target participants, format it will take, project planning group details, how the project will be marketed and what its long-term impact will be.
Funding and Finance

In the space provided, you should detail the total funding you are requesting from the Council. Funding up to £500 or £1,000 is available. In the income section detail other sources of secured/ pending funding that you expect for the project. This may include income from participant fees etc. In the expenditure section you should give an overview of your proposed project spend.

You should also provide bank details of your organisation in this section.
